Questions:

What are the takeaway lessons from both the Pentagon Papers and the

Watergate affair?  In both cases, the U.S. Supreme Court make clear arguments regarding prior restraint abuses as well as the government’s use of such pointed phrases as national security and executive privilege.

What do the events surrounding the life and times of Senator Joseph R. McCarthy teach us about demagoguery and the consequences of such behavior? 

Are there any lessons for the present day?

Consider such modern day Internet muckrackers as Julian Assange and Wikileaks.   Does Assange provide a service or liability to the public good?

What motivated the actions of Edward Snowden?  Compare and contrast 
his behavior with Julian Assange.  Are they motivated by the same thing?

Do public figures have a reasonable expectation to privacy in their governmental (i.e., confidential) as well as personal communication?
